° These plants are found in churchyards in the Welsh
o borders, and associated with winter and Christmas.

In pre-Victorian times, the holly was called a “Christmas tree”, the tree’s
evergreen leaves and long lasting berries were associated with eternity and the
power to ward off evil and destruction. Christian symbolism connected the red
berries with Christ’s blood, and the prickly leaves with the crown of thorns. Holly
and ivy were associated in pre-Christian winter celebrations, where a boy would
dress in suit of holly leaves, and girl in ivy and parade around the village to bring
Nature through the darkest part of the year to re-emerge for another year’s
fertility.

Although considered unlucky to fell a holly tree, the foliage was used as winter
livestock fodder, and the wood is good for carving. Drinking milk from a holly
bowl was said to cure whooping cough.

Ivy is a climbing plant, which uses trees and stonework for support. Contrary to
popular belief, it does not kill trees, but the weight in the canopy can increase the
chances of a weakened tree blowing over. Bats and birds roost in the branches,
and late summer flowers provide good food for insects.

This parasitic plant grows on trees, especially fruit trees. Mistletoe was believed
to help keep the tree alive through winter, and this led to it becoming a symbol of
friendship...and hence kissing!

ST LEONARDS CHURCHYARD, LUDLOW

On the site of a Carmelite friary, founded in 1352 by Sir Laurence of
Ludlow

St Leonard was a Frankish 6" century man, who is Patron Saint of
Prisoners, and lived as a hermit, preaching and healing.

The friary and medieval chapel of St Leonard was closed in 16" century,
and the building was dismantled in the mid 18" century, with only the
boundary walls remaining.

From 1869 to the 1% World War, the site became burial ground for St
Laurence’s Church and 1400 gravestones were erected. Other paupers
graves would be unmarked.

The Victorian Chapel of Rest was designed by George Gilbert Scott.

It is now a quiet haven in Ludlow for wildlife and people.
